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CREATIVE EXPRESSION CONTEST.

Submissions can take the form of

· essays

· poems

· original music

· original artwork

· any other method of creative expression that incorporates the student's personal experiences, observations and feelings about name-calling and verbal bullying. 

Additional guidelines for the High School Level (grades 9 - 12) category include: 

· Students entering this category must be in grades 9 - 12. 

· The student's name must appear on the work itself, as well as on the entry application form. 

· If students are submitting an essay, poem, or other type of writing, it must be under 1,500 words, in English, and, typed in 12-point font, and double-spaced with 1-inch margins. 

· If students are submitting artwork, please send the original art along with a photo of the piece. If possible, please also e-mail a graphic file (jpg or gif) with the artwork to contest@nonamecallingweek.org
· If students are submitting music, please include a CD recording and a typed copy of the lyrics.  
· Only one entry per student may be submitted.
· Video submissions should be no more than 5 minutes long. 

JUDGING:  Submissions to the High School Level (grades 9 - 12) category will be judged on both style and content. Judges will look for the following qualities, depending upon the format and medium of the entry: 

· Well thought out pieces that clearly address the topic of name-calling 

· Depth of feeling about the subject 

· Originality and imagination 

· Eloquence and style 

· Written work that is clear, articulate and logically organized 

· Written work that is carefully proofread 

PRIZES:  Winners of the Grand Prize, 2nd Prize, and 3rd Prize for the High School Level (grades 9 - 12) category will receive prize packages that may include the following:
