Fahrenhiet 451 Project Options - Choose 1 of the following projects
**Due April 6 for 5th 6 weeks major grade.   **Due April 14 for 6th 6 weeks major grade.  **You may complete a 2nd project for extra credit, due April 19.
Option A:  Protagonist’s Poetry Notebook

Directions:  Create a poetry notebook from the protagonist’s point of view.  The poems should be about other characters in the novel as well as events in the novel that impact the protagonist.  All poetry must be original.  Each poem must be at least 8 lines long.  They may be free verse (they don’t have to rhyme).  You must have at least 10 poems. Bind all of your poems into a notebook.  Put your heading on the cover of the notebook and decorate the cover in a way that is relevant to the novel.

Option B:  PostSecrets
PostSecret is an ongoing community art project where people mail in their secrets anonymously on one side of a homemade postcard. Directions:  Create 8 PostSecrets, revealing secrets from at least 4 characters.  Your secrets must be related to the book and character, and they must be plausible given the book’s plot.  All postcards must be neat, and must include creative images and multiple colors.  On the back of the postcard (where you would write the address and message), explain the secret and design in at least 2 complete sentences.
Option C:  Figurative Language Art Journal or Altered Book
Directions:  Create an art journal or altered book in which you convey various examples and forms of figurative language found throughout Fahrenheit 451.  Your journal should have at least 6 pages.  You should use mixed media when creating your pages (a combination of:  collage art, paint, crayons, markers, pencil drawings, stamped art, photos, and materials such as feathers, sand, grass, rice, etc…whatever you can glue on the page).  On the 7th page, describe each page in at least 3 complete sentences.  You must include text evidence in the form of a quote for each description.  In parentheses, include the page number for each quote.
Option D:  Original Book Covers for Publishing Company

Directions:  A new edition of Fahrenheit 451 is being printed next year.  The publishing company is asking you to submit 4 original book covers from which they will choose the cover for this new edition.  Design 4 original book covers to submit.  They must include the title of the book, the author’s name, at least 1 image, and more than one color.  Each book cover must be carefully designed.  It should be obvious that time and effort were put into the covers.  
Option E:  Google Doodle
Directions:  Using ½ a poster board, use the title of the book to create a “Google Doodle.”  Just like the search engine has art work behind the title of its logo, create a “doodle” that incorporates the title of the novel (you must use “Fahrenheit 451,” not “Google”) and images relevant to the novel’s events, characters, and theme.
