Your job is to research the life and work of an important Harlem Renaissance writer, intellectual, poet, artist, musician, composer, performer, or activist.  
You will be researching and writing about ___________________________________________

You will type a Works Cited page using MLA style, which will include one print entry and two Web entries.  Follow the attached instructions when formatting your Works Cited page.

After completing the Works Cited, you will find information and compile it into a biographical sketch of your person, including:

· Date and location of birth and death

· Two details about life growing up

· Titles of the person’s work

· Why the person will be remembered

· Two pieces of information (direct quotes) from your research

· Include the information in YOUR OWN sentence.

· Parenthetical documentation

· Author’s last name or title of the work when there is no author and the page number when it comes from a printed work.  

· For example:  (Shelley 1) – this comes from page 1 by an author with the last name Shelley

· Another example:  (“Biography of Jones”) – this comes from a webpage without an author  titled “Biography of Jones”  

Use the sample biographical sketch give to you in class. (This should be in your folder.)
