Transcendental Themed Poetry
Found poetry is a type of poetry created by taking words, phrases, and sometimes whole passages from other sources and reframing them as poetry by making changes in spacing and/or lines (and consequently meaning), or by altering the text by additions and/or deletions.
For this assignment, you will write 3 poems.  The first 2 will be a form of found poetry.  You will use lines from one or more of Henry David Thoreau’s poetry, words from a collection of words, and your own words to create poems.  Each poem will reflect a Transcendental theme (Look to your notes! See themes at the bottom of the 2nd page). Final drafts of poems must be neatly written or typed.  Each poem must have a title. 
Found Poem #1

· Line 1:  a line of Thoreau’s poetry (you may copy it word for word or revise it to read how you want to)
· Line 2:  choose a word from the word bank, and write a line that begins with or includes that word.

· Line 3:  choose another word from the word bank, and write a line of poetry

· Line 4:  use another line of Thoreau’s poetry

· Line 5:  choose another word from the word bank, and write a line of poetry
· Line 6:  end with a line from Thoreau’s poetry or a line of your own.

Found Poem #2:  Write at least 10 lines of poetry.  Use words or phrases from the “Word/Phrase Bank” in each line of poetry.    The theme of your poem should reflect Transcendental beliefs.  Title the poem when you finish.
Poem #3:  The theme of this poem should reflect a Transcendental idea or belief.  This may be a found poem but doesn’t have to be. The poem must be at least 15 lines.  You must title the poem.
Creative Publishing
Choose one of your poems to publish creatively.  You must include a border, illustrations, color, and creative font.   Be neat.  Be creative:  consider incorporating your poem into a collage, drawing, or other form of art.  In order to get full credit for this creatively published poem, it must be obvious that you put time and effort into publishing it.
